Contained in this checklist are a few things for you to know and keep in mind as
you are preparing for the Battle of the Bands Competition.

B The competition will start at 12:30pm on Saturday, August 4", 2007 on the main stage in
the First United Methodist Church Parking lot.

B Your band needs to be ready to take the stage 15 minutes prior to your set time, published
or rescheduled: remember to be flexible, weather, technical difficulties or other unforeseen
events can push your time back or forward. Please check in with sound one hour prior to
your published set time to ensure it has not changed. It is your responsibility to be ready
when called.

B All technical requirements that you have need to be addressed to the Arts Council by
Monday, July 30" so that we can help where we are able. A list of the equipment you will
be using, as well as a diagram of your stage set up will help us help you maximize your play
time. Not all tech requirements may be accommodated.

B There may be equipment and/or instruments available to borrow. All borrowed equipment
is exactly that and is to be treated with respect. Please return borrowed equipment in the
same or better condition than when you borrowed it.

B Main Street, the road that leads to the stage and set up area will be closed at 2am. NO
EXCEPTIONS!!! It will not reopen again until 5pm. The set up space will be open to drop off
big items (amps, etc.; no delicate items like uncased instruments please) via vehicles on
Friday afternoon (with previous arrangements made), and Saturday morning between 7am
and 9am. Just a warning, booth holders are also setting up at this AM time and this is a
large festival, traffic and parking will be pretty horrendous.

B The Blueberry Battle of the Bands is open to the public, families with children will be
attending so please keep that in mind. The sound levels will be adjusted according to this
dynamic as well. The sound technician is ultimately in charge of the quality and quantity of
sound.

B We will try to finalize the schedule by the Monday prior to the festival. You will be notified
of your set time accordingly. If you do not hear from us before Thursday, August 4™, please
call to confirm. There will also be posters around the event site with the set times on them.
In addition, if bands are timely in registering, a list will be in the festival program. **Itis
your responsibility to find out your set time and whether or not it has changed! **

[ Be prepared to set up and take down quickly. Your set time INCLUDES your set up and take
down and we will not be able to extend your set time, so be prepared! The stage size is
limited too, so please keep that in mind, especially for large groups.
